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UAH, HSU HEADLINE FIVE GSC TEAMS RANKED IN TOP 30

BIRMINGHAM, Ala.—Two big winning streaks have a pair of Gulf South Conference baseball teams in good position as the
league’s schedule begins this week.

No. 14 Alabama-Huntsville is ranked for the first time in over four years after a 14-game winning streak that
lasted over three weeks. The Chargers (17-3) are four victories shy of matching last year’s win total after taking three of four
at SIAC foe Stillman this past weekend. The Tigers, who already have wins over West Alabama and Tampa this year,
helped UAH to a new NCAA record for hit batters in a game as 10 Chargers were hit by pitches in Saturday’s 26-3 rout.
Alabama-Huntsville faces a tough challenge this weekend, opening conference play at UWA (12-8, RV).

One of the best stories of the young season has been the red-hot play of Henderson State (22-4). The Reddies
are off to their best start in school history, already just a win short of their 2008 mark. Fourth-year head coach John
Harvey also has HSU ranked for the first time in the program’s 105th year on the diamond and 15th campaign in the GSC
and Division Il. The Reddies won 12 in a row from February 18 through March 7 and finished off their last weekend before
league play with a series win at then-No. 7 North Alabama. Henderson State hosts Arkansas Tech (11-14) this coming
Saturday as the Conference schedule opens and the Reddies aim for their first-ever berth in the GSC Tournament.
